ABOUT THE KIDS FAVORITES PROGRAM

Launched in 1974, Children’s Choices was a project co-sponsored by the 
Children’s Book Council and the International Literary Association (ILA). ILA’s 
regional coordinators took books into schools and conducted the reading and 
voting. After the program was suspended in 2020 due to COVID, the ILA kindly  
ceded the organization of the program to the CBC. 
In 2021, renamed CBC Favorites, over 60 schools and libraries across the country 
were chosen by application to each receive 300-500 new books directly from CBC 
member publishers, set up displays, and organize school-wide reading and voting from 
August to February.
Now, in 2026, we have renamed the program KIDS FAVORITES: Kid Read. Kid Chosen. Along 
with the TEACHER and LIBRARIAN FAVORITES as voted on by the supervisors at the 60 voting 
schools and libraries.
